• Weigh in:  Immediately after 9 AM Junior Exhibitor Meeting, Friday, August 30, 2024, starting with 

Swine, Goats, Lambs & Beef 
• Judging: Saturday, August 31, 2024, beginning at 9 AM   
• Beef Released: Monday, September 2, 2024, at 6:00 PM 

 
 
RULES AND INFORMATION: 

 
ALL BEEF MUST BE SLICK SHORN FOR FAIR TO WITHIN ¼ INCH OF 
GROWTH. 

Entire Beef must be shorn, excluding leg area from knee & hock down, tail head & 
Poll head. 
No clipping will be permitted on fairgrounds. (Exception: animals not meeting 
above requirements may be touched-up with Livestock Supervisor’s Supervision). 

  
• MUST BE 16 TO 24 MONTHS OF AGE ONLY 
• Breeding animals will be entered and shown in the open classes. 
• No wash racks at the fair. 

 
AWARDS: 

• American System of Judging 
 

 
Market Ready: Market steers projected to have sufficient fat deposition to meet the 
marbling specifications for USDA Prime, Choice, or Select+ quality grades. 
 
Not Market Ready: Market steers lacking evidence of sufficient fat deposition to produce 
a desirable consumer product.

4H: Dark Blue Jeans. NO hip huggers or low-rise jeans/pants. Solid white dress shirts, long or short 
sleeved, collared, button or snap front.  Shirt must be tucked into pants. NO tee shirts or sleeveless 
shirts/tops. Official Tie or Scarf. 4H Hat must be on head during showing and auction. 
 
FFA:  White Jeans. NO hip huggers or low-rise jeans/pants. Solid white dress shirts, long or short 
sleeved, collared, button or snap front.  Shirt must be tucked into pants. NO tee shirts or sleeveless 
shirts/tops.
